The LifeSpring Prayer Path is a portion of the proposed overall Place to Gather campus walking
trails that faces the water feature on the property. This beautiful area has been set aside as a
place for prayer, meditation, quiet reflection, and environmental learning. The prayer path
attempts to open our hearts, minds and senses to communing with God. Access to the trail would
be from both north and south parking lots as well as the church patio.

Stations would be set-up along the Prayer Path to combine God’s word, environmental
awareness, and a brief history of the area, all intended to help the participant experience a
profound sense of God'’s presence at several different levels. All stations would house permanent
signage (similar to Glacier Ridge Park) and incorporate benches/seating for the participants to sit,
pray, meditate and rest. Natural landscaping would be used around several stations. One of the
stations on the northeast side would be dedicated to a future Memorial Garden.

Future walking paths will connect the Prayer Path and Memorial Garden to the remainder of the
site walkways and paths providing pedestrian access across the campus.

The plan includes a boulder wall that will meander along the east side of the pond through grassy
areas and prairie plantings, with several insets for benches and signage. The gravel path itself will
be ADA compliant and will eventually connect to a future walking path to provide pedestrian
access throughout the property. A grassy area for large group seating is planned as well.
